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 1 CALA FALLS
10km from Gold River is Cala Creek Falls. The Falls are fed from Big Baldy 
Mountain and are easily seen from the road, on your left as you cross the bridge. 
These are the first of many falls along the way. 

 2 UPANA CAVES
Approximately 14.5kms along the road, roughly 25 minutes from Gold River. A 150 
metre trail takes you to a one hour self-guided tour of the caves and underground 
river. There are five caves to explore, a viewpoint overlooking a waterfall, and a 
viewing platform providing a great view of the Resurgence Cave entrance (where 
the river flows out of the cave and back to the surface) - not to be missed! 
Remember to take two sources of light, watch your footing, and watch your head 
on the low cave ceilings.

 3 BULL LAKE SUMMIT
At 586 metres, this is the highest point of the road. Known as "the hump" by 
locals, there is a small pullout where you can access the lake.

 4 INUKSHUK WATERFALL
The Inukshuk waterfall is on the left-hand side of road, after Upana caves 
recreation site. A road builder built the nearly 20ft tall statue with massive rocks 
using his machine when the road was completed. 

 5 CONUMA RIVER VALLEY LOOKOUT
Enjoy a spectacular viewpoint of the Conuma River Valley from the "painted rock" 
emblazoned with graffiti by local high school graduating classes.  

 6 CONUMA PEAK VIEWPOINT
Known as the “Nootka Matterhorn” Conuma Peak is a relatively low elevation 
mountain whose diminutive height thoroughly belies its tough character and the 
difficulties involved in reaching its rocky summit. The Conuma Peak is 1,481 
metres high, and boasts a natural arch that can be seen on the west face on a 
sunny day.

 7 CONUMA RIVER RECREATION SITE
Located approximately halfway between Gold River and Tahsis, the Conuma River 
recreational campsite is a rustic wilderness campground easily accessible from 
the road. It is perfect for those wanting to camp or picnic on the river enjoying 
the natural beauty of the area. 

 8 CONUMA RIVER HATCHERY
Located at the head of the Tlupana Inlet on the west coast of Vancouver Island, 
about four kilometres upstream of the Conuma River Estuary. The hatchery annually 
releases about 3.5 million seapen-reared chinook smolts into five different 
watersheds and estuaries in the Nootka Sound area. The hatchery also rears chum 
and coho in the Conuma River and chum in the Tlupana, Canton and Sucwoa rivers. 

 9 MOUTCHA BAY RESORT
Moutcha Bay Resort offers a range of accommodation options for your friends & 
family getaway. "We are pleased to offer a wilderness adventure for every type of 
guest, whether you are looking to experience the west coast from the comfort of 
a warm tent or luxurious oceanfront yurt." There is a licensed restaurant onsite 
that is open to the public, a walkable marina, campground, accommodations, 
fishing charters, kayak rentals, and more.

THE ROAD TO ADVENTURE
The road to Tahsis features waterfalls, animal viewing areas, picnic sites and scenic 
vistas. The road is 64km of well maintained gravel road suitable for any vehicle in good 
condition. Four wheel drive is only needed after heavy winter snowfalls. Please drive at 
the posted speed, keep right, yield to trucks, and watch for wildlife on the road.

 10 HEAD BAY WILDLIFE VIEWING
Spectacular views of the Sucwoa River estuary, and frequent wildlife sightings!

 11 THREE SISTERS WATERFALLS
Water falls from approximately 1573 metres or 5200 feet and originate from 
Malaspina Peak. The Three Sisters are most dominant during their spring run 
off. These falls flow into the Sucwoa River enhancing the return of our native 
salmon fish stocks. The falls are visible from the road, and there is a short trail 
leading down to the river and to the bottom of the falls.

 12 MALASPINA LAKE
The pull-out day use area is a nice place to stop and take a break. Keep your 
camera handy as there are lots of birds and wildlife around! The lake is habitat for 
trumpeter swans, bald eagles, blacktail deer, black bears, raccoons and cougars. 
The lake is stocked with rainbow trout which can be fished from the shore.

 13 THE PRESIDENTS TREE
Also called 'The Big Tree', this Douglas Fir was set aside in honour of Jack 
Christiensen, President of Tahsis Company in 1970. Although the tree has since 
fallen, it still serves as a sign that you are almost there!

 14 LEINER RIVER
  BOULDER PATCH TRAIL

Located just before the south end of the Leiner River bridge on the right hand 
side (coming into town), the Boulder Patch Trail wanders along a scenic stretch 
of the river. Rock climbers like to practice their skills on the numerous, 
house-sized boulders that litter the slopes of the narrow valley. You will climb 
under, over and through these massive boulders as you move along the trail. 
Look for the red trail sign and opening in the trees. It is not a stop to be missed!

 15 LEINER RIVER RECREATION SITE
A small campground on the Leiner river with 8 sites with picnic tables, just 
outside of the Village. A popular day-use spot, it has easy access to the river, 
swimming holes and a small, sandy beach. A hiking trail runs along the river 
from here and connects with the Leiner River Estuary Trail.

 16 LEINER RIVER ESTUARY TRAIL
Just past the Leiner River Rec Site, there is a parking lot and restroom at the 
trailhead. Enjoy a leisurely afternoon stroll on the Leiner Estuary Trail! This is a 
beautiful, easy trail with some great views of Tahsis, right across the inlet. The 
2km trail is a level trail with boardwalks and viewing platforms, which provide 
great views of the estuary and salt flats. If you're lucky you might see bears, 
cougars and plenty of deer here along with a huge selection of birdlife.
